This organization protects you by providing a
stringent examination system through which doctors
must prove their competence and experience.

Are you involved with clinical research trials and
research for the testing of vision correction
techniques and equipment?

Without this research a surgeon cannot tell you if
you are better off waiting because a better option to
your specific vision needs is just round the corner.

Do you use a customized laser system?

Customized laser systems, as developed by
WaveLight, have proven to be successful at treating
vision defects beyond just nearsightedness,
farsightedness, astigmatism and reading problems.
